Council Highlights

May 18", 2010

Director of Public Works and Infrastructure, Marco
Schoeninger introduced Kevin Cox, Brazeau
County's new GIS/GPS Technician. Kevin joins
Brazeau County from Castlegar, BC.

Director of Public Works & Infrastructure, Marco
Schoeninger and Superintendant of Utilities, Rick
Evans presented a report that outlined reallocation
of budgeted money that would realize a septic
receiving station for the Birchwood Lagoon
estimated at $160,000. This receiving station
would manage the haulers that utilize this lagoon,
dramatically saving on staffing time and improve
the tracking of usage of this facility. As well an
estimated $20,000 to institute a microbial
enhancement program will improve the lagoon's
efficiency. $50,000 will complete general erosion
and vegetation measures for the lagoon at Violet
Grove along with $5,000 to develop plans for the
expansion of the Rocky Rapids Lagoon. The funds
for these purchases will be a reallocation of
budgeted money, not an addition to capital costs.
Council authorized Public Works and Infrastructure
to proceed with these sanitary sewer capital and
operational projects.

Director of Public Works and Infrastructure, Marco
Schoeninger gave an update on the progress of
construction of the new Administration Building
and Shop facility. This project continues to be on
time and on budget. Council received the report for
information.

Several young representatives of the Skate Park
Committee made a brief presentation. This
committee is concerned with the existing park; the
safety of the facility, the location and the size are all
compromising to the safety of the users. The Skate
Park Committee is looking to acquire grant &
sponsorship funding, and fundraising opportunities
that would fund a new park estimated to cost
$350,000. The Committee is hosting an Open
House on June 2™, at the Legion hall in Drayton
Valley at 7:00 pm. This will be a great opportunity
for the public to find out more about the Skate Park
Committee's plans.

Director of Corporate Services, Ruth Boden
presented an updated detailed report on
Community Groups Funding that was requested by
Council. The report outlined that over the past 10
years, the County has contributed over $2 Million
to the various community groups and organizations
and of that amount, $333,000 has been
contributed to organizations within the Town of
Drayton Valley that are accessed by our residents.
This is over and above the funding that the County
has contributed to the Omniplex and swimming
pool for operations and capital. Council received
this report for information.

Director of Corporate Services, Ruth Boden
presented a request for funding for a stove at the
Easyford Community Hall. The funding request of
$3,500 is a 50% contribution and would fall under
the FIN-7 funding policy. Council tabled the
request and has asked Administration to bring back
further details regarding this request.

Director of Corporate Services, Ruth Boden
presented a request for funding from the Breton
Historical Society to assist the organization in
replacing their inadequate furnace and hot water
heater. This capital cost funding of 50% is
estimated at $3,255.00. Council tabled this matter
and is requesting further information.

President of the Drayton Valley & District Chamber
of Commerce, Tom Campbell attended Council and
gave an update on the activities of the local
Chamber of Commerce. Mr. Campbell explained
that the Chamber is consistently growing in
membership and numbers of businesses that are
involved in the Chamber Cash Program. With all
the restructuring that the Chamber has undertaken,
Mr. Campbell is pleased to announce that the local
Chamber is striving to achieve financial stability.
Council thanked Mr. Campbell for attending and
commended him for the recent successes of the
Chamber.

Council confirmed their support for Public Works
& Infrastructure to proceed with the South Sewer
Trunk Main Upgrade Project Proposal for AMWWP
funding which would be implemented over two
years versus the originally presented three phase
approach.

Public Works and Infrastructure requested
direction from Council regarding a proposed plan
to manage the Birchwood Lagoon in the same
fashion as our other lagoons within the County.
Council and Administration discussed the details
and options for the future of the Birchwood
Lagoon. Council approved the report as
presented.

Public Works & Infrastructure gave an update to
Council on the Slide Repair on TWP Road 494 west
of Range Road 60. Director of Public Works &
Infrastructure, Marco Schoeninger briefed Council
on the repair of the back slope situated 80 meters
east of RR 60 with an estimated cost of $65,000
and weather permitting, should be repaired in the
next few days. Council approved funding for this
repair.

Director of Public Works & Infrastructure, Marco
Schoeninger presented a brief update regarding
the new Administration Building & Shop facility.
The project continues to move forward as
expected.

Kaylyn Airey, of the ERBP Parks Council informed
Council that the Eagle Point Blue Rapids
Recreation Area office is now located on the
second floor of the Provincial Building in Drayton
Valley.

Representatives from Cause for Critters attended
Council, giving a brief presentation. Cause for
Critter sis the local animal adoption centre for the
area. With an approximate 92% adoption rate,
Cause for Critters has a very high placement rate in
placing animals in permanent, wonderful homes.
With a growing demand, Cause for Critters is
finding that they do not have the resources to
fulfill the needs of the Brazeau/Drayton area.
Funding and volunteer resources are desperately
needed to continue the worthy cause. For more
information about Cause for Critters, visit their
website at www.causeforcritters.ca If you can
help in anyway, please contact Cause for Critters
and help these volunteers to build a sustainable
program that can serve our community for years
to come.

Interim Director of Planning & Development
presented a brief report to Council regarding the
Lodgepole Fire Smart Plan. Approximately 86% of
the project is complete with a cost of $868,156
being spent on the project to date. 5600 man

hours have been spent on project. Council was
pleased that Administration was able to secure
grant funding to carry out this project for the
community of Lodgepole.

Donna Wiltse of the Lodgepole Homecoming
Committee put forward a request for funding to
assist her committee in reprinting the Lodgepole
History Book. Council approved a motion to lend
the committee $1500. Council requested that these
funds be repaid to Brazeau County with funds from
the sales of the books.

Councilor Maureen Schwab brought forward a
request for a donation towards the Farm Safety
Program at the upcoming Brazeau County Fair. A
motion was accepted to donate two duffle bags as
prizes for this event.

Council and Administration had a discussion
regarding the disposal of plastic material including
twine and silage plastic. Council directed
Administration to further investigate the options for
ratepayers for the disposal of twine and silage wrap.
Pat Monteith, as the Chair of Agriculture Service
Board mentioned that she would put this on the
ASB agenda for further investigation.

Council entered into discussions regarding the
Lindale Rodeo Grounds. In light of the fact that the
grounds haven't been utilized for at least 10 years,
Council decided to advertise the intent to begin the
process to dispose of the aged infrastructure at the
Lindale Rodeo Grounds.

A letter from an area resident was received by
Council, citing his concerns regarding the
development of the Blue Rapids Recreation Area.
Council directed Administration to respond to the
correspondence and received the letter for
information.

Council approved a resolution to include the Village
of Breton in the Joint Municipal Fire Quality
Management Plan.

You may be liable to a fine of up to $10,000 and in addition, you could be liable for all resulting damage

and suppression costs.

All burning; including stubble, brush, grass and debris must be conducting with an approved burning
permit.

If you use a barrel for burning garbage, or if you are clearing land and burning brush piles or windrows,
please follow the minimum safety and equipment requirements.

Clarification of Bylaw 703-09
Commonly known as the Fire Services Bylaw

Brazeau County Council recently approved several changes to the Fire Services Bylaw. Please be
aware of the following key points;

Council appoints Fire Guardians to enforce the provision of the Forest and Prairie Protection Act
and the Fire Services Bylawand may issue a fire permit in respect to any property within Brazeau
County with the exception of land that is in the Sustainable Resource Development Forest
Protection Area.

With the exception of fire permits issued by Sustainable Resource Development within the Forest
Protection Area in accordance with the Forest and Prairie Protection Act, Fire Permits shall be
required under this Bylaw during ALL MONTHS OF THE YEAR.

An application for a fire permit for an outdoor fire, or a structure fire shall be made to a Fire
Guardian verbally, or in writing. The Guardian will provide a response to the permit requested
within 48 hours specifically between 8:00am - 5:00pm Monday - Friday.

Each application for a fire permit shall contain the following information:
I The name and address of the applicant;
I The legal description or municipal address of the property on which the fire will be set;
I A description of the material the applicant proposes to burn;
I Each permit will include:
I The period of time the fire permit is valid;
I The precautions that will be taken by the applicant to ensure that the proposed
fire remains under his or her control;
I The signature of the applicant;
I The signature of the Fire Guardian issuing the fire permit.

No person shall light a fire or burn materials in a solid fuel appliance unless the appliance meets
the clean burning regulations and emission control standards of the CSA or EPA.

A person who fails to comply with any provisions contained in this Bylaw is guilty of an offence
and is liable on a conviction to a fine in the amount of up to $10,000 or to imprisonment to a
term of up to one year or both.

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Wild Caraway

(Carum carvi)

Brazeau County is researching
the damaging effects that Wild
Caraway will have on our lands.
Currently classified as an
invasive ornamental, first
introduced through
gardening/greenhouse
operations, Wild caraway is
quickly becoming an identifiable
problem in some areas of the
province. Elevated to noxious in
several M.D./Counties, Brazeau
County is also considering such
a designation for this invasive
plant.

Wild caraway is a biennial plant, producing a low
growing rosette of leaves in its first year of growth,
and then a flowering stalk in the second year - It
can even bolt and flower a third year before dying.
It develops a narrow, parsnip-like taproot with a
black skin and white core. This is the same plant
that produces the caraway spice used in rye breads
and as an ingredient in some liquor. All parts of
the plant are edible. Native to Eurasia, it has
escaped cultivation as a spice crop in Canada.

Wild caraway grows in a wide variety of soil types,
pH, and climates. It will successfully reproduce
under deciduous forest canopy but seems
intolerant of complete shade. Bolting plants can
tolerate some spring flooding and seedlings can
survive light frost.

Wild caraway is very difficult to detect when not in
flower. Learn to recognize Wild caraway rosettes —
early detection provides the best chances for
eradication. Wild caraway is not utilized by
livestock and can quickly displace nearly all other
vegetation where infestations go uncontrolled.
Infestations in forage crops have let to weed seed
dispersal in baled hay. Invasive plants should never

be considered as forage.

Repeated cultivation before seed set are known to
be effective. Hand pulling pre-bloom is also
effective, especially in soft soils. After flowering
the plants are very fragile and sees are easily
scattered — at this stage a plastic bag can be
carefully placed over the mature plant, and closed
tightly around the stem. Collected seed should be
disposed of in landfill-bound garbage or
thoroughly burned. Several years' effort is
required to deplete the seed bank. Repeated
mowing is NOT effective, as plants re-bloom below
cutting height.

Most residents move to the country to take
advantage of open country and scenic vistas and
we urge all residents to maintain land and property
and build acommunity we can all be proud of.

Section 546 of the Municipal Government Act
identifies an unsightly property as one that is
detrimental to the surrounding area. It also refers
to structures whose exteriors show signs of
significant physical deterioration or land that
shows signs of a serious disregard for general
maintenance or upkeep. From time to time
complaints are made to the County regarding an
unsightly property.

The Municipal Government Act gives the County
the authority to take action to clean up unsightly
properties and in 1998 County Council approved
an Unsightly Premises Bylaw. The Bylaw states
that no land or premises of which such person is
the owner, gent, lessee or occupier to be or to
remain untidy and unsightly.

The County will contact offenders and urge themto
conduct their own clean up. If property owners do
not take action within a specified time frame, the
County will take legal action and can be granted a
Court Order to conduct the clean up and costs
incurred are added to the offenders taxroll.

If you are concerned about the unsightliness of a
neighbouring property please contact the Planning
Department. County staff will examine the
property and determine if it meets the definition of
unsightly premises under our bylaw and the
Municipal Government Act and take action if
necessary.
