Tourism Development Series: How to start a Fishing Tour Business

| INTRODUCTION

Whatever the reason for
starting a Fishing Tour busi-
ness, always remember that
it is a business and should
be treated as such.

FIRST THINGS FIRST:

Find out if the proposed Fishing Tour is allowable
in your area by contacting the Planning and De-
velopment Department of Brazeau County. Oc-
casionally, this can be a timely process.

THINGS TO CONSIDER:

Location: Where will your Fishing Tour be
located? Is it easily accessible to the public?

People: How are your people skills? Do you
enjoy having people around? How will you han-
dle overflow?

Time: Are you willing to put in the time required?
Do you have the organizational and time man-
agement skills? Is your tour going to be on a lake
or river? Do you have the supplies including
boats, water apparel or fishing equipment?

Seasons: Is your Fishing Tour going to be af-
fected by the seasons? Will you have an ice

fishing tour in the winter? Will you have sufficient
activities to keep it open year round to the public?

Funding: Do you have the money to cover start-
up costs? Will you be able to make enough mon-
ey to cover expenses?

RESEARCH & Plan: Contact Brazeau County for
zoning requirements and then the various associ-
ations listed in this pamphlet. Consider marketing
costs and start-up costs in the planning stages.

BUSINESS PLAN: A detailed description of your
Fishing Tour and the goals you have made for
your new venture. A Business Plan will tell you
whether or not the business will be viable and if
you will require funding from the bank. If you
need help creating a Business Plan, refer to the
Business Link or Community Futures Capital Re-
gion or others we have as a reference. The con-
tact information for both can be found on the back
page of this pamphlet and on our Contacts and
Resources sheet.
