BEING N BY-LAW OF THE MUNICIPAL DISTRICT OF BRAZEAU NO. 77 IN
THE PROVINCE OF ALBERTA, TO ADOPT AN AREAR BTRUCTURE PLAN FOR THE
HAMLET OF BUCK CREEK, PT OF NW 36-47-7-W5M AND PT OF SW 1-48-7-W5H.

WHEREAS, Section 64 of the Planning act, Chapter P-9, Revised
Statutes of Alberta, 1980 and amendments thereto, authorizes a
Council to adopt an Area Structure Plan to provide a framework for
the subdivision and development of an area of land within the

Municipality; and

WHEREAS, the Council of the Municipal District of Brazeau No.
77 has undertaken to prepare such a plan; and

NOW THEREFORE, the Municipal Council of the Municipal District
of Brazeau No. 77 duly assembled, hereby enacts as follows:

1) That this By-Law shall be known as the "Buck Creek Area
Structure Plan By-Law". '

2) That the Buck Creek Area Structure Plan shall provide
the framework and policies for future development of the
said lands and shall be in the form as set forth in
schedule A, annexed hereto, and forming part of this By-

Law.

3) That this By-Law shall take effect on the date of its
final passage by Council.

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1.0 PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW

1.1 INTRODUCTION

The Municipal District of Brazeau No. 77 recognized the need to prepare itself for
any impending development pressures placed upon the Hamlet of Buck Creek. In
light of potential development pressures and in accordance with the
requirements/recommendations of its General Municipal Plan, the Municipal District
of Brazeau No. 77 requested the Yellowhead Regional Planning Commission to
prepare an area structure plan for the Hamlet of Buck Creek in accordance with the
"Terms of Reference for the Preparation of Area Structure Plans within the Municipal
District of Brazeau No. 77".

1.2 PURPOSE OF AN AREA STRUCTURE PLAN

An area structure plan provides guidelines for the orderly and efficient development
of an area. An area structure plan usually describes existing land uses, future
predominant land uses, the sequence of development, the provision of public
utilities, and other matters deemed necessary by the municipality.

In order to avoid unplanned, isolated, and uneconomical development in the Hamlet
of Buck Creek, it is essential that future development be in accordance with a
conceptual plan, embodied firmly in a bylaw.

The preparation of this Area Structure Plan is the first step in the process of
accommodating possible future expansion in an orderly manner.

1.3 REGIONAL SETTING

The Hamlet of Buck Creek is located approximately 30 kilometers southeast of
Drayton Valley and 26 km west of the Village of Breton along Secondary Road 616
(Figure 1).

The region is endowed with an abundance of natural resources, agriculture, forestry
and petroleum (the Pembina Qil and Gas Field). No new petroleum projects of
significance are proposed for the area near the Hamlet thus it is expected that the



activity level will likely remain stable. A gas processing plant is located about four
kilometers north of Buck Creek.

1.4 HISTORICAL OVERVIEW

Since the early 1950s, the community of Buck Creek has depended on agriculture
and the oil and gas industry. Following the discovery of oil in the 1950s, there was
an intensification of exploration in the area. Most oil companies eventually set up
field operations in Drayton Valley. Over the years, many oil companies moved out

of the area resulting in a considerable decline of oil field activity when compared to
the '50s.

1.5 EXISTING DEVELOPMENTS

The Hamlet of Buck Creek consists primarily of subdivided residential lots. The
Hamlet contains 71 subdivided lots designated Hamlet Residential Restricted (HRR)
of which 21 (or nearly 30%) are vacant. Residential development is located south

of 1st Avenue with the larger lots adjacent to this roadway. Vacant lots are
dispersed throughout the Hamlet (Figure 2).

Most development within the Hamlet is residential in character except for a home

occupation namely the postal outlet located in the basement of a house on Main
Street.

Developments within the Public/Institutional (P/l) districts include: a community hall
and sports field located in the northwest corner; a sewage lagoon in the northeast
corner; and an old school site situated along the southern boundary.

Municipal servicing for the Hamlet is limited to a sewage collection and treatment
system. Based on an engineering study (Tritek 1989), the Municipal District of
Brazeau has decided that a municipal water system will not be considered for Buck
Creek. Water for the community will continue to be supplied by private wells.

The entire developed area of the Hamlet is serviced by an underground sewage
collection system. The Tritek study reports that the existing sewage system is of
sufficient capacity to meet present servicing requirements as well as being able to
serve the 20-year growth forecast (Table 1). The sewage treatment system is a
