Gary Hubert, lives in area of Range Road 91 and Twp 502 and expressed concern with
the lack of cell phone service and questioned what the County is doing regarding the
towers for cell phone coverage.

Graham Martel, landowner of NW 10-48-07-W5M is looking to get access to his land via
the adjacent government road allowance. He has a road construction request in and is
looking for access in sooner than later to burn brush piles and start farming. He is
looking to get trees removed now, so he can get access, until the road gets approved or
constructed.

Jody Lind, landowner of SW 4-48-6-W5M, expressed concern with the dugout adjacent
to his home and the noise at night from the five or six trucks. He indicated that the
bylaws are not being complied with and that the County needs something in place to
prevent noise close to residences.

Alan Taylor, resident, expressed his opinion that garbage pickup service should not be
done just around town and should be done for everybody. He questioned the cost of
running transfer station vs cost of providing bins for residents. He further spoke to the
MDP survey and the stipulation of subdivisions four on west side one on east and does
not really agree with them. He believes the surveys were poorly responded to and that
the questions were ridiculous. Questioned if Council approved these questions. He
spoke to the ALUS program members-at-large recommendation from Administration
and advised that Breton was going to release their sewer into the Modeste Creek.
