The road has dropped and is heading into
the creek. He encouraged Council to go have a look. Stated that now RR 72 is going to

have to be rebuilt because it doesn't have proper ditches.

Alan Taylor questioned the parks day funding and why is the County supporting money
for it when it is a Provincial park? He asked about Willey West campground and when
they built the bridge and took away the stalls. Who is rebuilding that and is there sewer
electricity going in there? Who is paying for this? If it is the County why? The
campground attendant should reimburse the County as he is benefiting. On June 21 the
aerator demo had a good turn out and he thinks it is a promising thing and was happy
with it.
